Procedures for TASC Board of Director Elections 

Procedures for Election of Industry Representatives to the 
Tidewater Industry Council (TGIC ) 

To be eligible to vote in the TASC election for the Board of Directors, you must be a member in good 
standing of the Tidewater Association of Service Contractors (TASC) in compliance with the bylaws of the 
corporation.   

There are two methods for voting.  One is by your attendance at the general meeting of TASC on March 
18, 2009 and submitting completed printed ballots to the counting team at the meeting.  (These ballots will 
be distributed to eligible members on the 18th when they sign in at the registration table). 

The second method is to download a proxy ballot from the web site and complete the proxy designation.  
Then mail it to the TASC mailbox or give it to your designated proxy who will bring it to the March 18th 
meeting. 

There is no eligibility requirement to vote for the Industry 
Representatives to the Tidewater Government Industry Council (TGIC).  
Voting is done in the same way as for the TASC Board of Directors. 

The completed ballots and proxy’s will be collected by the counting 
team at the beginning of the March 18th meeting and go to a separate 
area where a 3 member team will count the ballots and determine the 
winning persons.  The Nominations Councilor will announce the 
winners during the meeting.

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A native of Canton Ohio, William M. Paggi is a graduate 

of the College of Charleston where he received a Bache-

lor of Science in Business Administration in 1977.  He 

later earned a Masters in Business Administration from 

the Citadel in 1994.  

Mr. Paggi started Government Service as a Co Op stu-

dent in 1975 with the Naval Supply Center (NSC) 

Charleston.  He was accepted in the Navy Acquisition 

Program in 1977 and graduated as a Contract Specialist 

in 1979.  He was promoted to a Contract Negotiator in 

1980 and was responsible for providing contracting sup-

port to NAVELEX Charleston and the Charleston Naval 

Shipyard. Mr. Paggi was promoted to a Procurement 

Analyst in 1982 where he was responsible for conduct-

ing Procurement Management Reviews and providing 

professional acquisition advice to the different Naval 

Commands located in the Southeast Contracting Re-

gion (SCR) for the Regional Contract Management 

Staff.  During this time, he served as a member of the 

Navy’s Contract Simplification Committee and helped 

developed simplified contracting methods that were 

incorporated in the Defense Acquisition Regulation Supplement. He was promoted to a Supervi-

sory Procurement Analyst in 1986.  In this position, he served as Director of the RCMS and was 

responsible for the execution of the PMR Program and providing procurement policy direction, 

technical assistance, performance appraisal, staffing analysis, and other aspects of functional 

management for the 217 contracting activities located in the SCR.  

Upon transfer of the RCMS to NRCC Philadelphia, Mr. Paggi served as APADE Project Man-

ager for NSC Charleston.  His responsibilities included the installation and implementation of the 

Navy’s first automated procurement system. Mr. Paggi was assigned to the position of Director, 

Contract Administration division in 1988 where he was responsible for the leadership and man-

agement of all functions performed in the Division and the administration and management of 

150 contracts valued at $200M.  Mr. Paggi became the Deputy of the Contracts Division for 

NISE East in 1995, and was promoted to Head of the Contracts Department in 2000.  As head 

of contracts at SSC-CH, Contracts and Logistics Department, Mr. Paggi is responsible for the 

leadership and operation of the acquisition and contracting and logistic/supply support programs 

for the Command. He is responsible for direction and leadership of approximately 130 civilian 

personnel and is responsible for the execution and management of contracts valued in excess 

of $7B.  

Mr. Paggi is member of the Acquisition Profession Community, and is a Certified Professional 

Contracts Manager (CPCM). He has completed Acquisition Level III certification for Contracting 

and is a recent graduate of the Leadership for a Democratic Society program at the Federal Ex-

ecutive Institute.

 During this tour, he completed DSMC’s Advanced Program Management Course and 

received Level III certification in the field of Program Management.  He was also selected 

for membership in the Navy’s Acquisition Professional Community and was identified as 

a member of the Navy Space Cadre.  

In 1999 CAPT Urbon reported to Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command 

(SPAWARSYSCOM) where he served as Fleet Support Officer and Program Manager 

for the Next Generation Command and Control Processor (NGC2P).  In 2002 CAPT  

Urbon was assigned to Fleet Technical Support Center, Atlantic (FTSCLANT) as Combat 

Systems Department Head.  Upon completion of his CVN CSO tour in 2006, CAPT  

Urbon was assigned to Space and Naval Warfare Systems Center Charleston 

(SPAWARSYSCEN Charleston) to serve as the command’s first Director of TYCOM / 

COCOM Operations and Director of Fleet Support.   In June 2008 CAPT Urbon became 

the seventh Commanding Officer of SPAWARSYSCEN Charleston. In the  

commissioning ceremony in September 2008, CAPT Urbon became Commanding
