VA FINALIZES RULE ON VERIFYING OWNERSHIP OF VOSBs, 

SDVOSBs 

The Department of Veterans Affairs recently issued a final rule establishing procedures for 

verifying the ownership and control of veteran-owned (VOSBs) and service-disabled, 

veteran-owned small businesses (SDVOSBs) in accordance with a 2006 law authorizing 

the agency to provide contracting preferences to such firms. 

The rule implements portions of the Veterans Benefits, Health Care and Information 

Technology Act of 2006 (Pub. L. No. 109-461), which authorized VA to establish special 

methods for contracting with VOSBs and SDVOSBs and required VA to verify their 

ownership and control.  The final rule includes provisions: 

defining the eligibility requirements for businesses to obtain "verified" status; 

establishing procedures for "examination visits" to establish that legitimate parties 

control veteran-owned small businesses; and 

requiring that eligible owners work full time for the businesses for which they have 

applied for acceptance in the verification program. 

VA's procedures for verifying VOSB and SDVOSB status are intended to protect against 

fraudulent actions and ensure that only legitimate veteran-owned firms are registered in 

VetBiz.gov's Vendor Information Pages (VIP) database.  VOSBs and SDVOSBs must be 

listed as verified in the VIP database to participate in the Veterans First Contracting 

Program established by VA to implement the contracting preferences contained in the 

2006 law.
