General William M. Rajczak is Deputy Director for 

Joint Capability Development at U.S. Joint Forces 

Command. In this role, General Rajczak oversees a 

vast network of innovation, integration and joint/

multinational interoperable architectures and data 

standards in direct support of COCOM Joint Task 

Forces worldwide. Additionally, he leads efforts to 

develop future joint command and control 

capabilities in cooperation with STRATCOM, OSD 

and the Joint Staff. 

General Rajczak was commissioned in 1971 upon 

his graduation from the U.S. Air Force Academy, 

where he received a Bachelor of Science degree in 

engineering management. He holds Graduate 

Degrees in Systems Management and Hazardous 

Waste Management. He is a career logistician, 

traffic manager and transportation officer. He has commanded a squadron and the largest 

regional support group in the Air Force Reserve.   

General Rajczak has served in a variety of command and staff positions at wing and 

numbered Air Force units; as well as Headquarters, Department of the Air Force and U.S. 

Joint Forces Command. General Rajczak was recalled to active duty in 1999, a second 

time in 2002, and was selected to serve in a Chairman’s Ten billet in October 2006.

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Recap of the November TGIC 
Exchange Brief 

The Tidewater Government Industry Council’s first Exchange Brief-

ing of the 2008-2009 Program year was a resounding success with 

over 130 Government and Industry acquisition professionals in at-

tendance at the Virginia Beach Central Library on 13 November 

2008.  As evidence of the strong Government and Industry partner-

ship that exists in the region, the audience was very evenly divided 

between public and private sector representatives.  The popular pro-

gram on Contractor Past Performance was hosted by Ms. Dona Sto-

rey, longstanding TASC member, Vice-President of Quality Techni-

cal Services, Inc, and Government Co-Chair of the TGIC standing committee on Small Business Af-

fairs.  It was conducted in a talk-show format that featured prominent guests from the Department of 

Defense and the military services with significant roles and responsibilities for past performance pol-

icy and the role of past performance in proposal evaluation and best value source selection. 

Featured were Ms. Sandra Ross, Office of the Director, Defense Procurement, Acquisition Policy, 

and Strategic Sourcing (DPAPSS, USD AT&L); Mr. Michael Jaggard, Chief of Staff/Policy, Deputy 

Assistant Secretary of the Navy, Acquisition and Logistics Management; Ms. Della Shelton, Deputy 

Director of Contracting, Acquisition Management and Integration Center, Air Combat Command; and 

Ms. Deborah Ramirez, Chief of the Customer Support Element – TRADOC, Army Contracting Com-

mand, Mission and Installation Contracting.  The program was developed and arranged by members 

of the TGIC working group on Contracting Approaches and Techniques, Mr. Al Broderick of Cyrus 

Technologies, Inc., Mr. Terry Mansfield of Unisys Corporation, and Mr. Jeff Brunner, U.S. Joint 

Forces Command. 

TGIC Exchange Briefings are no-cost education forums held four times each year to further the TGIC 

mission of mutual understanding by Government and Industry to promote policy and process im-

provements to benefit the Warfighter and Taxpayer.   Topics emanate from TGIC standing commit-

tees and working groups and the reports they deliver and the ensuing discussions they lead at the 

TGIC’s monthly meetings.
